Turner’s connection with Margate was the founding inspiration for the creation of the
Turner Contemporary Art Gallery. He loved Margate for the sea, the skies, and his
landlady Mrs Booth. For Turner, location was of great importance. He remarked to
the influential writer and art critic John Ruskin that “...zbe skies over Thanet are the loveliest
in all Enrope”. The unique quality of light in this part of Kent drew Turner back time
and again. More than one hundred of Turner’s works, including some of his most
famous seascapes, were inspired by the East Kent coast. From the gallery, everyone will
be able to see the fine views over the harbour that Turner saw, capturing the same
unique light that inspired his art. We will have a guided tour of the gallery which will
include Rodin’s Kiss and the Turner and the Elements exhibitions. After lunch we will
visit the Shell Grotto, also in Margate. The Grotto is a series of underground rooms
and passageways covered by 2000sq ft of exquisite shell mosaic. Discovered in 1835,
nobody knows who created it, although many believe it is a 2000-year-old temple.

The final stretch is
through Fish Ponds Wood along a sandy track, where we climb up some wooden steps
to the rim of the valley. Continuing along the bridleway, we eventually return to
Ightham Mote. For those of you who would like to have refreshments or even lunch,
the restaurant at Ightham Mote will be open.
